TI 8 Beam Tests 2006

Proposed topics for TI 8 beam tests in 2006 are:

1. Optics studies.
Extend the optics measurements through the newly installed part of TI 8 after the TED, if/when possible. Check optics like in 2004. 
2. Aperture measurements if line is extended after the TED

3. Improve on the analysis of screen data and develop and ‘online tool’ with absolute values of Twiss parameters (VK). 
4. See if coupling is found again at suspect quads.

5. Kicker ripple measurement.

6. Collimator alignment tests.
More precise than done in 2004, definition of ‘standard procedures’. Depends on the installation of an upstream collimator (momentum collimator). Can we use any collimator installed at the bottom of the line (too close to BCT)?

7. Commissioning of the line with high(er) intensity beams -> repeat aperture measurements

8. Injection interlock testing – cycle change with CNGS / FT beams

Practical issues: 
Are we going up to the TDI and check the TI 8 optics already in the last TI 8 test weekend?
Can we also do this injection test without a sector test taking place in 2006?
